
Stroke Rehabilitation

Multidisciplinary programs that combine the resources of physical, occupational and
speech therapists to help individuals who have been disabled by a stroke recover
their mobility and ability to communicate or develop alternative approaches or skills.
Therapy focuses on helping patients to recover physical strength and control;
improve their balance; relearn or replace basic motor skills that are needed for
dressing, shaving, housekeeping and other activities of daily living; and overcome
expressive and receptive language problems or develop alternatives.
